Jim Haynes, Treasurer
Jim Haynes is no stranger to sustainability.

He's been serving on The Green Zone board as treasurer since the organization's

inception in 1996. With several other individuals, public agencies, and

private businesses interested in environmental sustainability, he participated in

the brainstorming that led to the original Spokane Interstate Fair exhibit and

then now to the final ongoing construction of The Green Zone's now permanent

site.

Haynes' volunteer efforts are supported by Spokane Regional Solid Waste

System. He has worked under contract with SRSWS as an industrial recycling

consultant since 1993 after working three prior years with Pacific Materials

Exchange.work at The Green Zone in an integral part of his daily life and work.

Haynes has been an industrial waste reduction and recycling consultant with

Pacific Materials Exchange (PME) since 1990. The Spokane Regional Solid

Waste System has contracted with PME since 1993 to provide the Waste

Reduction Audit Program (WRAP). He provides free solid waste audits to

businesses interested in reducing their disposal costs while increasing their

recycling efforts.

Haynes' consulting work involves first analyzing the contents of company or job

site dumpsters ranging from two to eight cubic yards in size, then providing a

written report of his findings and recommendations. He provides businesses

with three levels of audits from general disposal and updated recycling program

options to a thorough physical inspection process and evaluation of

dumpster contents . By identifying practices that result in unnecessary waste

generation, Haynes can assist businesses in determining the cost effectiveness

of a waste reduction and recycling program.

Haynes is currently president of the Washington State Recycling Foundation.

He has also been an active member of the Northwest Eco-Building Guild-

Inland Chapter, Washington State Recycling Association, Spokane's Resource

Efficient Building and Remodeling Council, and Sustainable Housing Innovation

Partnership.

Haynes is a business graduate of Central Washington University. He spent 15

years of post-college work in commercial lending with Rainier National Bank in

Seattle, relocating to Spokane in 1990. Haynes has incorporated many of

ideas demonstrated at The Green Zone’s into his own home and yard.
